Decide on settings:

Public (any one can see it or edit it. This is good if you are okay with strangers
changing your content. Probably no.

Protected (This is what | use. Anyone can see it, but only members can edit it.
Private (only members can see it or edit it)

Check: Certify this wiki will be used for K-12 education. That way you will not have
advertising on your wiki.

4. Layout and Design (20 minutes)

How do you want your wiki to look? Once the wiki is set up, guide them through
choosing a layout. Ask them to take a few minutes to explore the management tools.

5. Learn how to edit a page. (10 minutes)

Take them step by step through writing on the page and saving it.
6. Add a page. Practice adding pages to your wiki. (10 minutes)

Once they have set up a page or two.
